If the Contractor’s or subcontractor’s prior experience with a construction trade
union, regardless of whether the union has provided said assurances, indicates a significant possibility that the trade union
will not refer sufficient minority and women workers consistent with affording equal employment opportunities as
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specified in this chapter, the Contractor or subcontractor agrees to be prepared to provide such opportunities to minority
and women workers directly, consistent with this chapter, by complying with the hiring or scheduling procedures
prescribed under (B) below; and the Contractor or subcontractor further agrees to take said action immediately if it
determines that the union is not referring minority and women workers consistent with the equal employment opportunity
goals set forth in this chapter.

(2) To notify any minority and women workers who have been listed with it as awaiting available vacancies;

(3) Prior to commencement of work, to request that the local construction trade union refer minority and women workers
to fill job openings, provided the Contractor or subcontractor has a referral agreement or arrangement with a vnion for the
consiniction trade;

(4) To leave standing requests for additional referral to minority and women workers with the local construction trade
union, provided the Contractor or subcontractor has a referral agreement or arrangement with 2 union for the construction
trade, the State Training and Employment Service and other approved referral sources in the area;

(5) If it is necessary to lay off some of the workers in a given trade on the construction site, layoffs shall be conducted in
compliance with the equal employment opporiunity and nondiscrimination standards set forth in this regulation, as well as
with applicable Federal and State court decisions;

(ii) If said individuals have never previously received any document or certification signifying a level of qualification
lower than that required in order to perform the work of the construction trade, the Contractor or subcontractor shall in
good faith determine the qualifications of such individuals. The Contractor. or subcontractor shall hire or scheduls those
individuals who satisfy appropriate qualification standards in conformity with the equal employment opportunity and non-
discriraination principles set forth in this chapter. However, a Contractor or subcontractor shall determine that the
individua! at least possesses the requisite skills, and experience recognized by a union, apprentice program or a referral
agency, provided the referral agency is acceptable to the Dept. of LWD, Construction EEO Monitoring Program. If
necessary, the Contractor or subcontractor shall hire or schedule minority and women workers who qualify as trainees
pursuant to these rules. All of the requirements, bowever, are limited by the provisions of (C) below.

{C) The Confractor or subcontractor agrees that nothing contamned in (B) above shall preclude the Confractor or
subcontractor from complying with the union hiring hall or apprenticeship policies in any applicable collective bargaining
agreement or union hiring hall arrangement, and, where required by custom or agreement, it shall send joumeymen and
trainees to the union for referral, or to the apprenticeship program for admission, pursnant fo such agreement or
arrangement. Howevet, where the practices of 2 union or apprenticeship program will result in the exclusion of minorities
and women or the failure to refer minorities and women consistent with the targeted county employment gosl, the
Contractor or subcontractor shall consider for employment persons referred pursuant to (B) above without regard to such
agreement or arrangerment; provided further, however, that the Contractor or subcontractor shall not be required to employ
women and minority advanced trainees and trainees in numbers which result in the employment of advanced trainees and
trainees as a percentage of the total workforce for the construction trade, which percentage significantly exceeds the
apprentice to jowrney worker ratio specified in the applicable collective bargaining agreement, or in the absence of a
collective bargaining agreement, exceeds the ratio established by practice in the area for said construction trade.

The Contractor or Subcontractor agrees that a good faith effort shall mclude compliance with the
following procedures:

(A)  Ifthe Contractor or Subcontractor has a referral agreement or arrangement with a union for a
construction trade, the Coatractor or Subcontractor shall, within three (3} days of the contract
award, scek assurances from the union that it will cooperate with the Contractor or
Subcontractor as it fulfills its affirmative action obligations under this contract and in
accordance with the rules promulgated by the Treasurer pursuant to N.J.S.A. 10;5-31 et. seq.,
as supplemented and amended from time to time and the American with Disabilities Act. K
the Contractor or Subconiractor is unable to obtain said assurances from the construction trade
union at least five (5) business days prior to the commencement of construction work, the
Contractor or Subcontractor agrees to attempt to hire or schedule minority and women workers
directly, consistent with the applicable employment goal. If the Contractor’s or
Subcontractor’s prior experence with a construction trade union, regardless of whether the
union has provided said assurances indicates a significant possibility that the trade union will
not refer sufficient minority and women workers consistent with the applicable employment
goal, the Contractor or Subcontractor agrees to be prepared to hire or schedule minority and
women workers directly, consistent with the applicable employiment goal, by complying with
the hiring or scheduling procedures prescribed under (BY below; and the Contractor or
Subcontractor further agrees to take said action if it determines or is so notified by the Division
that the union is not referring minority and women workers consistent with the applicable
employment goal.

If it is necessary to lay off some of the workers in a given trade on the construction
site, {0 assure, consistent with the applicable State and Federal statutes and court
decistons, that sufficient minority and women employees remain on the site
consistent with the employment goal; and to employ any mincrity and women
workers so laid off by the Contractor or any other construction site on which its
worldforce composition is not consistent with an employment goal establisbed
pursuant to rules implementing N.J.S.A. 10:5-31 et seq.;

To adhere to the following procedure when minority and women workers apply or
age referred to the Contractors or Subcontractors:

It said individuals have never previously received any document or certification
signifying a level of qualification Tower than that required in order to perform the
work of the constraction trade, the Contractor or Subcontractor shafl determine
the qualifications of such individuals and if the Confractor’s or Subcontractor’s
workforce in each construction trade is not consistent with the applicable
employment goal, it shall hire or schedule those individuals who satisfy
appropriate qualification standards.

(i) Ifthe Contractor’s or Subcontractor’s workforce is cansistent with the applicable
employment goal, the name of any interested women or minority individual shall
be maintained on a waiting list for the first consideration, in the event the
Contractor’s or Subcontractor’s workforce is no longer consistent with the
applicable employment goal.

(iif) If, for any reason, said Contractor or Subcontractor determines that a minority
individual or a woman is not qualified or if the individual qualifies as an advanced
trainee or apprentice, said Contractor or Subcontractor shall inform the individual
in writing of the reasons for the determination, maintain a copy of the
determination in its files, and send a copy to the Public Agency Compliance
Officer and to the Division.

N To keep a complete and accurate record of all requests made for the referral of
workers in any trade covered by the contract, on forms made available by the Division
and submitted promptly to the Division upon request.

The Contractor or Subcontractor agrees that nothing contained in {B) above shall preclude the
Contractor or Subcontractor from complying with the union hiring hafl or apprenticeship
policics in any applicable collective bargaining agreement or union hiring hall arrangement,
and where required by custorn or agreement, it shall send journeymen and trainees to the union
for referval, or to the apprenticeship program for admission, pursuant to such agreement or
arrangemeit. However, where the practices of 2 union or apprenticeship program will result
in the exclusion of minorities and women or the failure to refer minorities and women
consistent with the county employrment goal, the Confractor or Subcontractor shall consider
for employment persons referred pursuant to (B) above without regard to such agreement or
arrangement; provided further, however, that the Contractor or Subcontractor shall not be
required to employ women and minority advanced trainees and trainees in numbers which
result in the employment of advanced frainees as a percentage of the total workforce for the
construction frade, which percentage significantly exceeds the apprentice to jowrney worker
ratio specified in the applicable collective bargaining agreement, or in the absence of a
coltective bargaining agreement, exceeds the ratio established by practice in the area for said
construction trade. Also the Contractor or Subcontractor agrees that, in implementing the
procedures of (B) above, it shall, where applicable, employ minority and women workers
residing within the geographical jurisdiction of the union.

After notification of award, but prior to signing a construction contract, the Contractor shall
submit to the Public Agency Compliance Officer and the Division an initial project workforce
report (Form AA 201) provided to the public agency by the Division for distribution to and
completion by the Coniractor, it accordance with N.JLA.C. 17:27-7. The Contractor also
agrees to submit a copy of the Monthly Project Workforce Report once a month thereafier for
the duration of this contract to the Division and to the Public Agency Compliance Officer.

The Contractor agrees to cooperate with the public agency m the payment of budgeted funds,
as necessary, for on-the-job and/or off-the-job programs for outreach and training of minorities
and womern.

The Contractor and its Subcontractors shall furnish such reports or other documents to the
Division of Contract Compliance & EEOQ as may be requested by the Division from time
to time in order to carry out the purposes of these regulations, and public agencies shall

furnish such information as may be requested by the Division of Contract Compliance &
EEQ for conducting a compliance investigation pursuant to Subchapter 10 of the
Administrative Code (INJA.C. 17.27).

Section 7. Acknowledgement of compliance with Section 11 of Chapter 150 of the Public
Laws of 1963 (C.34:11-56.35 et seq.)

Confractor hereby acknowledges its duty to comply with C.34:11-56,35 as amended by P.L. 2019
:©.158. This statute allows the Comrmissioner of Labor and Workforce Development to immediately issue a
stop-work order if it makes an initial determination that an employer has violated the Prevailing Wage Act
by paying wages at rates less than the rates required under the act. Such stop-work order will remain in
effect until the employer has agreed to pay the required wages, any wages due and any penalty, and the
Commissioner of Labor and Workforce Developrment issues a subsequent order releasing the stop-work
order. If the stop-work order is issued against 4 subcontractor, the General Contractor has the right to
terminate such subconiractor. A $5,000 per day civil penalty may be imposed against any employer
violating the stop-work order. Furthermore, the Department of Labor and Workforce Development is
entitled to enter the place of business during usual business hours to determine compliance with wage and
hour laws by examining payroll and other records, interviewing employees, calling hearings, administering
oaths, taking testimony under oath and taking depositions to determine compliance with wage and hour
laws. Any employer or agent of the employer who willfully fails to furnish time and wage record or who
refuses to admit the Department into the place or who hinders or delays the Department in the performance
of duties may be fined not less than $1,000 and will be guilty of 2 disorderly person offense, with each day
of continuing noncompliance or hindrance constituting a separate offense.

Contractor hereby agrees that it shall not submit any change order for increased compensation
related to delay, remabilization, liquidated damages, or other similar grounds resulting from a stop-work
order issued under this law, regardless of whether the underlying violation was intentional or unintentional,
or whether such violation was committed by the Bidder or any of its Subcontractors.

Section 8. Fumishing of Maimntenance Bond.

The Contractor shall be obligated to provide a maintenance bond to the Township following the
completion of services under this contract, pursuant to the bid specifications.

Section 9. Liquidated Damapes.

In the event of the failure of the Contractor to fulfill its obligations hereunder within the time stated
herein, the Coniractor shall be liable to pay liquidated damages to the Township (per General Cenditions
4.23 based on contract value) for each day the contract remains incomplete. The sum shall be treated as
liquidated damages and not a penalty for the loss of the Township of the use of the premises in a completed
state of construction, aleration or repair and for added administrative and inspection costs to the Township
on account of the delay; provided, bowever, that said liquidated damages shall be in addition to other
consequential losses or damages that the Township may incur by reason of such delay, such as, but not
limited to, added cost to the project and the cost of furnishing temporary accommodations for Township
operations. Any such sums for which the Contractor is liable may be deducted by the Township from any
monies due or to become due to the Contractor.

The said amount is fixed and agreed upon by and between the Contractor and the Township because
of the impracticality and extreme difficulty affixing and ascertaining the actual damages the Township will
suffer.
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
